The Ancient Holy One is revealed (found)
with three Heads, which are united in One,
and that Head 1s threefold exalted. The
Ancient Holy One 1s described as being
Three; 1t 1s because the other Lights (i.e.,
two Lights) emanating from Him are
included 1n the Three. Yet the Ancient One
1s described as being two (Daniel 7:13).
The Ancient One includes these two (1.e.
the two are found in Him). He 1s the Crown
of all that 1s exalted; the Chief of the chief,
so exalted, that He cannot be known to
perfection. Thus the other Lights (Shining
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unes) are two complete ones, yet 1S the
Ancient Holy One described and complete
as One, and He 1s One, positively One;
thus are the other Lights united and
glorified in One; because they are One.
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
